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Policy on the Publication and Use of Abstracts and Related Materials
Article 1 — Purpose

This policy outlines the terms under which research presented at the KOSEN Symposium may be shared with
broader audiences. It is designed to support the dissemination of research outcomes while respecting the rights of

authors.

Article 2 — Definitions

For the purposes of this policy:
* Abstracts and related materials refer to the documents submitted at the time of presentation application.
* Author refers to the individual who prepares and presents the materials. In the case of joint research, the

submitting author is responsible for obtaining consent from all co-authors.

Article 3 — Copyright Ownership
Copyright of abstracts and related materials remains with the author(s). The Symposium Council does not claim

ownership of these rights.

Article 4 — Use and Disclosure by the Council

Authors agree to cooperate with the following forms of use and disclosure:
Scope of Use
*Restricted access for symposium participants: Abstracts will be made available via the Council’s website to
registered participants only.
*Public access via J-STAGE: From the fiscal year following the symposium, abstracts will be published on the J-
STAGE research database. Notification will be posted on the Council’s website approximately one month prior to
publication. Authors may request postponement or cancellation of publication if necessary.

Use in Council activities: Abstracts may be used in reports, promotional materials, and educational resources

produced by the Council, strictly for non-commercial purposes.

Usage Principles



*No commercial use will be made of the materials.
* Author names and affiliations will be properly credited.

*No substantive changes will be made to the content.

Article 5 — Author Rights

When abstracts are published or used by the Council, the following rights are guaranteed:
* Accurate attribution of author names and affiliations
*No unauthorized modification of content

*The ability to request postponement or cancellation of publication under reasonable circumstances

Article 6 — Use of Third-Party Materials
If abstracts include figures, tables, or excerpts from other works, proper citation must be provided. Where

necessary, permission must be obtained from the original copyright holders.

Article 7 — Postponement or Cancellation of Publication

The Council will consider requests to postpone or cancel publication in the following cases:

*Discovery of significant errors in the content
*Circumstances such as patent applications requiring delayed disclosure
*Other reasonable grounds for withholding publication Authors are encouraged to contact the Council Secretariat

for assistance.

Article 8 — Consent
By submitting a presentation application, authors are deemed to have agreed to the terms of this policy. In the

case of joint research, the submitting author must confirm that all co-authors have consented.
